· Guests at the location in the heart of the Ayas Valley, near Champoluc, will feel empowered at the wheel of the 4x4 Jeep lineup – including the new Wrangler Rubicon and Sahara, the new Renegade Trailhawk, the new Cherokee Limited 4x4, the Compass Limited 4x4 and the powerful Grand Cherokee Trackhawk.
· The activity celebrates the legendary off-road capabilities of Jeep SUVs and marks the end of a year of success and new launches, including the new Renegade, Wrangler and Cherokee.
· Jeep is the fastest growing brand on the European market (EU28 + EFTA) with sales up by almost 50% compared to 2017. Furthermore, it is about to record its fifteenth consecutive month of growth. 
· The brand is gearing up to achieve new goals in 2019, starting from the production of Jeep Compass in the Melfi plant, where the pre-production of the Renegade Hybrid Plug-in will also kick off. 

A beautiful, wild landscape has been chosen for an activity that will express the spirit of adventure and freedom that animates both mountain lovers and Jeep® owners. These are also the same values that drive both to strive to overcome new limits, without ever settling for less. After all, in mountain activities and on and off-road drives alike, pleasure lies not just in the destination but above all in the journey. At the wheel of a Jeep vehicle drivers can tackle the toughest and most demanding terrain, even when weather conditions make the challenge more demanding. There is no better place than the mountains to showcase the engineering, reliability and safety of Jeep vehicles. 

The Jeep brand has been on an extraordinary journey of its own in 2018, with 12 months of continuous growth across the four seasons with the trademark determination that has always distinguished the range. Because a Jeep SUV can take on city streets, sweeping highways, sand, mud and rock with the same ease. From a certain point of view, the "Jeep Winter Experience" is the last leg of a long journey that started late spring at the Balocco Proving Grounds with the reveal of the new Renegade MY19, the most capable SUV in the B-SUV segment, and the debut of the new family of turbo engines designed to maximise fuel-efficiency and secure outstanding performance also on the Trailhawk version which boasts the best off-road capabilities in its category. 

The journey continued in the summer with the 2018 edition of Camp Jeep, held in Spielberg, Austria. The well-known annual meeting of Jeep fans was the opportunity to introduce the new Wrangler to the international media. The iconic Wrangler stays true to its authentic style and blends legendary off-road capabilities with the highest levels of comfort and handling for everyday use.
From the Alpine peaks to the sunny streets of the Mediterranean, Sicily was the third destination of this year's journey. The charming location was chosen to announce the beginning of autumn with the new Cherokee, one of the more versatile and distinctive mid-size SUVs on the market. The model embodies a combination of unique features, including legendary 4x4 off-road capability at the top of its category, authentic and modern design, excellent on-road dynamics and a host of user-friendly technologies for connectivity and safety. 

And now, surrounded by the first snow of winter, the Jeep brand has reached the stunning Valle d’Aosta for an exciting "Jeep Winter Experience" with its fully refreshed range in terms of product, engines, design, connectivity systems, driving assistance and safety. In particular, the "Jeep Winter Experience" will offer the opportunity to appreciate the sophisticated 4x4 systems, ranging from the Active Drive of Renegade to high-performing Rock Trac of Wrangler Rubicon, all equipped with Jeep Selec-Terrain traction control system (except for the iconic Wrangler), and the most advanced safety features, including Forward Collision Warning, Lane Departure Warning, Adaptive Cruise Control and Hill Descent Control. 

The feet of Monte Rosa will be the backdrop for the "Go anywhere, Do anything” claim of the brand, which perfectly expresses the freedom of movement and spirit that turns a simple road trip into an extraordinary journey, whatever the weather or the road conditions. These are the emotions conveyed by the powerful Grand Cherokee Trackhawk that visitors to the "Jeep Winter Experience" get to try out. 
Freedom is also that of Jeep owners who want to customise their car for the cold season. For them, Mopar has developed a unique collection of original accessories, a selection of which will be fitted to the Renegade and on the Wrangler parked in front of CampZero. 

The "Jeep Winter Experience" will be an opportunity to learn more about the entire Jeep range, which is one of the newest on the SUV market in the EMEA Region and which, in little more than one year, has been expanded with important news. Sales are up by almost 50%, doubling in Spain and increasing by 77% in Italy. In short, compared to the previous year, Jeep is the fastest growing brand in the European market (EU28 + EFTA) and is now well on the way to score the fifteenth month of growth in a row. At the end of 2018, the US brand will have scored another record – that of increasing its 2010 sales figures almost tenfold. One of the most successful models is the new Renegade – Jeep brand’s best-selling model in the EMEA Region. Incidentally, in Italy last November, it collected more than double the number of orders versus 2017, rising to second place among small SUVs. By the end of the year it will have sold 300,000 units since it was launched. Similarly, compared to last year, the new Wrangler has recorded an 80% sales increase in Europe, almost tripling registrations in Italy in October. The new Cherokee also celebrated an increase of orders of approximately 50% over 2017. A similar success was enjoyed by the new Compass which cemented its position as the best-selling Jeep model in Europe with almost 65,000 units sold. Furthermore, it is still the leading SUV in the C segment in Italy in October. Compass sales doubled in Germany and it registered an increase of orders of more than 33% compared to last year in Spain in October. 
2018 is closing with these excellent results and the New Year will see the Jeep brand ready to achieve new goals, starting from the production of Jeep Compass in the Melfi plant (Italy), where pre-production of the new Renegade PHEV will also kick off. The expansion of the range with new special editions and important innovations in terms of engines, connectivity and infotainment will continue throughout 2019.

Renegade and Wrangler customized with Genuine Accessories by Mopar 
The bond between Jeep and Mopar, the FCA brand for aftersales products and services, is a strong one and the two have long been exploring the world of customisation together. 

For this reason, a Renegade and a Wrangler customised with a selection of genuine accessories by Mopar will be parked in front of CampZero. The two vehicles are made even more attractive and suited to winter activities, with specific skis rack fitted on the roof of the Jeep Wrangler and a snowboard rack on the Renegade. The striking Ocean Blue Metallic livery of the iconic Wrangler is set off by black "1941" graphics on the hood and "Moab" decal on the side, in addition to other black elements which enhance its sporty look, including  front grille, fuel cap, tubular side steps, kick plate and valve caps with Jeep logo. The car is complemented by a host of exclusive accessories, such as a hard top, body-coloured mirror caps, non-slip mats, special grab handles for open-air adventures and a tailgate table sporting the iconic Jeep design. These are just a selection of the 130-plus Mopar accessories developed for the legendary Wrangler to allow the broadest and most complete customisation options and satisfy many different drivers’ lifestyles. With the innovative Mopar Custom Shop process, many accessories can be configured on the vehicle at the time of purchase, to be installed directly at the production plant with the same high-quality standards, reaching the dealership already finished and ready to drive away.

Jeep models - Fact sheets

New Jeep Cherokee
The new Jeep Cherokee is the evolution of the most capable mid-sized SUV that's just as at home with the demands of modern city living as it is with adventures off the beaten track.
Cherokee combines tradition, advanced technology, craftsmanship and design, and its exterior makes reference to the premium nature of the Jeep family and delivers a well-balanced, contemporary package featuring new light clusters, a signature 'waterfall' hood with a new lightweight aluminum structure and a new tailgate. Inside, it offers  innovative technological contents and plenty of room in a sophisticated environment 
characterised by stylish design, hand-sculpted forms, new high-quality materials, craftsmanship and attention to detail.
Available with front-wheel drive or all-wheel drive configurations, the new Cherokee features a choice of three innovative 4x4 systems which have been enhanced for unmatched 4x4 capability in all weather conditions.
Jeep Active Drive I: The system has been entirely redesigned. Jeep engineers set out to reduce weight and enhance efficiency of the next-generation Rear Drive Module (RDM), which is fully automatic and delivers seamless operation in and out of four-wheel drive at any speed. This results in reduced weight of about 8 kilograms and a reduction of low-speed system drag torque by half to the benefit of fuel savings. Jeep Active Drive I does not require any driver intervention or feedback, delivers correction to ensure vehicle stability and improves response during both understeer and oversteer conditions. The Active Drive I is a full-time four-wheel drive system which does not require any inputs from the driver. Under normal conditions, it sends all available torque to the front wheels while monitoring the speed of the front and rear axles. If the system detects that the front axle is moving faster than the rear axle, it will send power through the power transfer unit to the rear axle until torque is equally distributed across both, increasing capability and handling in all conditions.
 Jeep Active Drive II: Active Drive II includes all of the features of Active Drive I but adds, thanks to a two-speed PTU, a selectable 4WD low gear range mode with 2.91:1 gear reduction that allows for enhanced climbing ability, as well as outstanding crawl ratios in severe off-road conditions. This system also includes Hill-descent Control, allowing the Cherokee to provide controlled hill descent on rough terrain without the driver needing to touch the brake pedal. 
 Jeep Active Drive Lock: The system includes all the features of Jeep Active Drive II and adds a locking rear differential for superior traction in low range gears to overcome obstacles and for extreme off-roading. This system is equipped only on the Trailhawk models, which is available at launch only in markets outside Europe. In European markets, the Trailhawk trim will be offered from the first quarter of 2019. Jeep Active Drive Lock also includes Selec-Speed Control, a feature that enables a driver-selectable target speed, ranging from 1 km/h to 9 km/h, ideal for climbing rocks, descending/crawling extreme grades, or navigating streams.
Selec-Terrain: All 4x4 systems of Cherokee feature the renowned Jeep Selec-Terrain traction control system, with four modes (Auto, Snow, Sport and Sand/Mud). The Trailhawk trim level will also offer a Rock mode to take on the toughest off-road adventures.
Rear axle disconnect: Fitted on all 4x4 systems, this device results in reduced energy loss when 4x4 capability is not needed to the benefit of fuel efficiency. Rear-axle disconnect seamlessly switches between two- and four-wheel drive for full-time torque management and does not require input from the driver.

New Jeep Wrangler 
Staying true to its original formula in terms of style and philosophy, the new Wrangler features a modern design created under the sign of continuity. It is packed with iconic styling cues that make it recognizable at first glance. It is the most capable off-road vehicle and the undisputed all-terrain champion but today it is also a unique vehicle for everyday urban adventures, delivering the highest levels of comfort and handling. It offers two four-wheel drive systems (Command-Trac and Rock-Trac), Tru-Lock electric front- and rear-axle lockers, Trac-Lok limited slip differential and electronically-disconnecting front sway bar, a modern design that retains authentic Jeep styling cues, advanced technology and safety features. It also features two new engines: a 2.2-liter MultiJet II turbodiesel and a 2.0-liter turbo petrol.
Engineered to master the most challenging off-road tracks, the Jeep Wrangler is the result of over seventy-five years of leadership in the development of 4x4 systems. This is demonstrated by the two four-wheel drive systems available: Command-Trac is fitted on the Sport and Sahara versions, whereas the more off-road capable Rubicon trim has Rock-Trac. Both systems feature the Selec-Trac full time two-speed transfer case for a continuous monitoring and management of the torque sent to front and rear wheels.  
In details, Command-Trac four-wheel drive system features a two-speed transfer case with a 2.72:1 low-range gear ratio, heavy-duty next-generation Dana front and rear axles with 3.45 rear axle ratio on the petrol versions and 3.73 on the diesel versions.
The system operates in four driving modes (plus Neutral):
· 2H (Two-Wheel Drive High Range)
· 4H AUTO (Full-Time Active On-Demand High Range)
· 4H Part-Time (Part-Time Four-Wheel Drive High Range) 
· N (Neutral) 
· 4L (Four-Wheel Drive Low Range)
The new Wrangler features “shift on the fly” technology which allows for shifting between 2WD and 4WD High range at speed up to 72km/h.
In normal driving conditions, Command-Trac operates in two-wheel drive (2WD) and transfers 100 percent of engine torque to the rear axle. 
By shifting the dedicated lever to the 4WD High position, the driver can switch to four-wheel drive mode ideal when driving on slippery surfaces, such as sand, mud, snow or ice. 4H mode can  be selected to operate either in the new Auto mode - ideal for a confident and comfortable use in any driving condition thanks to the continuous monitoring and management of the torque and the automatic engagement and disengagement of the 4WD as needed to maintain traction -, or in the 4H Part Time mode that ensures the torque is always evenly distributed between front and rear axles. To tackle extremely challenging and demanding off-road tracks, drivers can use the 4WD Low mode with a 2.72:1 low-range gear ratio that multiplies the engine torque.
An available Trac-Lok limited-slip rear differential provides extra torque and grip during slippery, low-traction situations, such as driving over sand, gravel, snow or ice.
The Rubicon model provides additional off-road prowess and is equipped with Rock-Trac 4x4 system, featuring a two-speed transfer case with 4.0:1 low-range gear ratio and front and rear heavy-duty next-generation Dana 44 axles. The standard equipment also includes a front and rear axle ratio of 4.10 for the petrol models and 3.73 for the diesel versions and Tru-Lok electric front- and rear-axle lockers to tackle the most extreme off-road trails.
Rubicon models also offer added articulation and total suspension travel with help from an electronic sway-bar disconnect.  This system allows drivers to disconnect the front sway bar to deliver additional wheel travel for traversing the toughest trails. Wrangler Rubicon petrol models have a maximum and improved crawl ratio of 77.2:1 and of 70.3 on the Rubicon diesel versions - both of which makes scaling any obstacle on the trail easy.
Every Wrangler receives a "Trail Rated" badge that certifies its legendary 4x4 capabilities. Trail Rated performance is the result of a series of heavy tests performed in many areas – traction, water fording, maneuverability, articulation and ground clearance.
On the all-new Jeep Wrangler, the Trail Rated badge includes the following features:
· Command-Trac 4x4 system with 2.72:1 crawl ratio standard on the Sport and Sahara models;
· Rock-Trac 4x4 system with "4LO" ratio of 4:1 and Tru-Lok locking differentials standard on Rubicon models;
· Skid plates and rear tow hooks; 
· Benchmark approach angle (2-door Rubicon) of 36.4 degrees, breakover angle of 25.8 degrees, departure angle of 30.8 degrees and ground clearance of more than 25 cm;
· Up to 76 cm of water fording;
· Up to 1,500 kg of towing capacity (2-door models) and 2,500 kg (4-door models).

New Jeep Renegade Trailhawk
Jeep Renegade has recently debuted a new range of turbo petrol engines developed to deliver the best fuel efficiency and outstanding performance both on- and off-road.
New Jeep Renegade features a unique, no-compromise style, blending iconic Jeep design cues with a modern look. The off-road capability of the first Jeep SUV to be built in Italy coexists with dimensions and styling that are perfect for enjoying the city lifestyle. Renegade expresses at the best the no-compromise nature of the brand and has been renewed building on the strengths which drove it to change a market crowded by crossovers and to become the model that more than any other has delivered record-breaking sales for the Jeep brand in Europe.
Jeep Renegade is available in two configurations, with two- or four-wheel drive. Legendary Jeep off-road capability is guaranteed by two advanced 4x4 systems, Jeep Active Drive and Jeep Active Drive Low which secure benchmark performance in all conditions of use. Jeep Selec-Terrain is integrated with four settings (Auto, default mode with rear axle disconnect; Snow, 4WD mode calibrated to reduce understeering; Sand and Mud, 4WD mode for maximizing low-speed traction and further controlling wheel spin) for optimal response on all road surfaces.
In particular, the Jeep Renegade Trailhawk defines the reference in the segment and offers best-in-class 4x4 capability, courtesy of its independent-wheel suspension able to guarantee a maximum wheel articulation up to 205 mm and a ground clearance of up to 210 mm. Furthermore, on this trim, Selec-Terrain integrates the Rock function to maximise wheel traction and improve grip.
Jeep Active Drive: This is a fully automatic system and delivers seamless operation in and out of four-wheel drive at any speed. It reduces energy loss when 4WD mode is not needed to the benefit of fuel efficiency. The system does not require any driver intervention, delivers yaw correction to ensure vehicle stability and improves response in both understeer and oversteer conditions. Jeep Active Drive can transfer up to 2000 Nm of torque to the rear wheels, enabling optimal grip in low-traction conditions. A variable wet clutch housed in the rear wheel drive mode uses patented Jeep algorithms to provide the proper amount of torque for any driving condition, including low-traction surfaces, aggressive starts and dynamic driving.
Jeep Active Drive Low: This system integrates Jeep Active Drive taking the crawl ratio to 20:1 for genuine 4x4 performance. The system paired with the 2.0-liter engine and nine-speed transmission guarantees the best off-road capabilities of the category in extreme off-road driving conditions. The Jeep Active Drive Low adds Hill-Descent Control functions to Selec-Terrain. Hill-Descent Control (HDC) allows gradual, controlled downhill driving on rough or slippery terrain without the driver needing to press the brake pedal. When active, the vehicle can tackle steep downhill courses by exploiting the ABS brakes to control the speed of each wheel and guarantee optimal momentum and rhythm.

Jeep Compass 
The new Compass is the Jeep model that has redefined the standards of the C-SUV segment, combining user-friendly technology with the legendary off-road capability of the American brand. In particular, the exterior sports a contemporary design aesthetic which combines dynamic lines and harmonic proportions. It is immediately recognizable as a Jeep thanks to characteristic traditional design cues, such as the seven-slot grille and the trapezoidal wheel arches. The headlight bezels featuring a black outline add personality and attitude to the face of the Jeep Compass. A standout feature of the rear of the Compass is its unique LED tail lamps: slim and rectangular in shape, the tail lamps flow into the liftgate for a commanding yet premium appearance instantly recognizable as a Jeep Compass on the road or trail. Above all, it is authentically Jeep thanks to best-in-class off-road capability, which comes courtesy of two advanced, intelligent full-time 4x4 systems: the Jeep Active Drive and the Jeep Active Drive Low. Each system can send the necessary torque to any one wheel when needed and both include the Jeep Selec-Terrain system, providing up to five modes (Auto, Snow, Sand and Mud modes, plus exclusive Rock mode on the Trailhawk model) for the best four-wheel-drive performance on any surface - on- or off-road - and in any weather condition.

Recently launched, the 2019 Compass lineup has introduced several product updates that enhance the model that combines legendary off-road capabilities, excellent on-road driving dynamics, contemporary and authentic Jeep design and user-friendly technology. For example, a new Sting Grey livery has been added to the range together with the new E6D-Temp diesel and petrol engines. Furthermore, all versions are fully loaded with state-of-the-art infotainment systems as standard: the UconnectTM 7-inch radio with Apple CarPlay/Android AutoTM is now offered as standard from the Longitude trim upwards.
The 2019 lineup also celebrates the introduction of the Trailhawk trim, the most extreme Compass version. The new Trailhawk proudly sports the famous "Trail Rated" badge which is awarded to vehicles that are put through a series of grueling tests designed to prove their off-road performance on the world’s most demanding terrain. This important recognition comes courtesy of the specific standard equipment designed for customers who want the best in terms of off-road performance. The Compass Trailhawk features advanced Jeep Active Drive Low, the full-time 4x4 system that automatically comes into operation when all-wheel drive is needed to achieve a crawl ratio of 20:1. In particular, the system can send 100 percent of the available torque to any one wheel when needed. The Trailhawk is also equipped with Jeep Selec-Terrain that provides five different modes (Auto, Snow, Sand and Mud, plus the exclusive-for-Trailhawk Rock mode) ensuring the best four-wheel-drive performance on any terrain and in any weather condition. For even more extreme "Trail Rated" performance, the Compass Trailhawk Selec-Terrain Selector includes Selec-Speed Control with Hill-Descent Control.
Benchmark off-road capabilities are also guaranteed by the disconnecting rear axle and power-transfer unit (PTU) specifically engineered to provide 4x4 models with enhanced fuel economy. Finally, the Jeep Compass Trailhawk has increased ground clearance of almost 2.5 centimeters (taking it to a total of 21.6 centimeters), skid plates, rear tow hitch, 225/60 R17 All Season tires, a Full-Size spare wheel and exclusive front and rear fascias that deliver 30-degree approach, 24.4-degree breakover and 33.6-degree departure angles.

Jeep Grand Cherokee Trackhawk
With its European debut at the 2018 Geneva International Motor Show in March, Grand Cherokee Trackhawk is the most powerful and fastest Jeep SUV ever. A 6.2-liter V-8 supercharged engine delivering 710-hp at 6,000 rpm and 868 Nm of torque is the beating heart of the new Jeep high-performance model. Paired with an updated TorqueFlite eight-speed automatic transmission, Trackhawk delivers ground-breaking performance going from 0 to 100 km/h in 3.7 seconds and achieving a top speed of 289 km/h. Thanks to its new Brembo braking system, braking distance from 100 to 0 km/h is of just 37 meters. World-class on-road driving dynamics and handling come courtesy of the Selec-Track system with five dynamic modes and Bilstein adaptive dampening suspension.  
Grand Cherokee Trackhawk is equipped with the Jeep Quadra-Trac on-demand four-wheel-drive system, which includes an electronic limited-slip rear differential (ELSD).
The exterior of the new Jeep Grand Cherokee Trackhawk is both aggressive and functional, and is further set apart with body-colored wheel flares, a sculpted hood with dual heat extractors and quad exhaust tips. The signature seven-slot upper front grille is flanked by adaptive, bi-xenon headlamps that are surrounded by a LED character lamp treatment. 
The exterior look is completed by the 20" x 10" titanium finish wheels, revealing distinctive yellow Brembo brake calipers, a "Supercharged" badge on both front doors and a "Trackhawk" badge on the liftgate - both featuring a Liquid Titanium Chrome outline on a Matte Black background.
Drawing inspiration from the racing world, the racing-inspired interior is designed to provide a comfortable environment: it is crafted in premium quality soft-touch materials and enhanced by exclusive Light Black Chrome finishes and carbon fibre inserts. The dashboard features a 7-inch driver information display (DID) instrument cluster, with the tachometer in the middle, while the 320 km/h speedometer is on the left side of the cluster. 

The instrument panel center stack with 8.4-inch UconnectTM display features Apple CarPlay and Android Auto, as well as Trackhawk-exclusive Performance Pages that showcase immediate feedback on the car's performance. 
Other standard features include Nappa leather and suede seats with an embroidered “Trackhawk” logo, a Premium Metal Pack, Active Noise Cancellation, premium headliner, leather stitched instrument panel, doors, center console and armrest, Berber floormats with Trackhawk badge and available dual-screen rear-seat entertainment center with Blu-ray and two different sound systems, including the 825 Watt Harman Kardon system with 19 speakers and two subwoofers.
Jeep Grand Cherokee Trackhawk offers more than 65 safety and security features, including Adaptive Cruise Control with stop function; Advanced Brake Assist; Blind-spot Monitoring with Rear Cross Path Detection; Full-speed Forward Collision Warning with Crash Mitigation; Front and Rear Park Assist; Lane Departure Warning-Plus, Ready Alert Braking and Trailer Hitch Camera View at Speed, which allows owners to view trailered items through the rear-mounted camera while moving.  
The Selec-Track system on the Grand Cherokee Trackhawk uses performance-tuned software to pre-configure and distinguish the five dynamic modes, including:  Auto, Sport, Track, Snow and Tow, enabling drivers to choose a vehicle setting that ideally meets their requirements and ambient conditions. The drive modes separately control the four-wheel-drive system, transmission, paddle shifters, suspension and the electric power steering.
Dynamic drive mode configurations include: 
· Auto — Automatically adapts to any condition; uses a 40-percent front/60-percent rear torque split
· Sport — Transmission shift times are reduced by 50 percent versus Auto Mode; stability control, four-wheel-drive and steering systems are set for typical enthusiast driving style; paddle shifters are enabled and suspension is tightened up without increasing impact harshness to deliver increased vehicle performance capability over Auto Mode; uses 35/65 torque split
